And again, Nastar will be a bonus for the Monday and Thursday leagues.  You will have 
the opportunity to compare yourself to a zero-handicap time that is based on Daron 
Rahlves of the US Ski Team, plus earn a Nastar medal and even qualify for the Nastar 
Nationals in Steamboat Springs, Colorado. 

Our Corporate Race Program is one of the best values in skiing. We are holding the 
line on cost:  prices are the same as 2006.  Your bib is your lift ticket during the race 
day or evening.  The team fee covers lift privileges, racing, and the Apres-Ski parties.
